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Several postdocs in my laboratory helped to welcome the registred participants. Almost all of
them came and there were a few additional participants that registered on site. The
participants included Swedish, Finnish and Serbian citizens. The majority of the participants
are clinically active psychiatrists and several prominent ones were present incl Profs Hans
Agren, Aleksander Mathe, Prof Christian Ruck along with several younger colleagues. In
addition, there were many basic neuropsychopharmacologists present incl Profs Tomas
Hokhelt, Sven Ove Ogren, Lars Terenius, Sandra Ceccatelli, Eero Catren, Esa Korpi along
with several several younger colleagues. The Serbian ambassador, Dr Gorica Djokic, was also

present. There were around 100 persons in the audience, so Nobel Forum was a perfect venue.
